synagogue The place where Jews meet to worship God.

The Ark The cabinet in the synagogue that holds the 
Torah scrolls. 

bimah A raised platform in a synagogue from which 
the Torah is read. 

Shavuot Commemorates the revelation of the Torah on 
Mt. Sinai given to Moses and 
the Jewish people. (The Ten Commandments—
Christianity)

eternal light 
(Ner Tamid)

A lamp that always burns in the synagogue.

Pesach/Passo
ver

Celebrates the freedom of the Jews from 
slavery in ancient Egypt. 

sedar This is the seder plate. Each food is symbolic 
for an aspect of Passover.

Sukkot A festival that commemorates the years that 
the Jews spent in the desert on their way to 
the Promised Land.
